Following is a summary presented by Dr. Duehn enfélur myths regarding
child sexual abuse.

CHILD SEXUAL ABUSE: DEALING WITH THE TRAUMATIC ARMATH
Dr. Wayne Duehn, Professor of Social Work, Uniugrsf Texas at Arlington

Myth #1: Child sexual abuse happens somewhere &lse reality: it happens
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in cities and in rural areas; it happens in weafttngilies and in poor families;
it happens in educated families and in uneducateulies; it happens to girls
and to boys; it is perpetrated by a family memimet someone outside the
family. According to the Kinsey report (writtentine 1950’s), 1 in 4 women
have been sexually abused.

Myth #2: Sexual abuse is hard to defir@exual abuse is defined as any sexu
conduct with a child which results in emotional,ntad, and physical abuse. In
94% of the cases, there is no medical evidence.

Myth #3: Child sexual abuse only happens to femdRecent studies reveal
that 1 in 5 college males said they had been skxalalised.

Myth #4: Perpetratorbave certain characteristicsPerpetrators can be
anyone. The one thing perpetrators have in commtrey are narcissistic.
